MANDATORY SPRAY DRIFT
Aerial Applications

¢ Do not release spray at a height greater than 10 ft. above the ground or crop
canopy, unless a greater application height is necessary for pilot safety.

o Applicators are required to select nozzles that deliver Medium to coarse
spray droplets in accordance with ASABE Standard S-572.1.

¢ Do not apply when wind speeds exceed 15 mph at the application site. If the
windspeed is greater than 10 mph, the boom length must be 65% or less of
the wingspan for fixed wing aircraft and 75% or less of the rotor diameter for
helicopters.

Controlling Droplet Size - Ground Boom

o Volume - Increasing the spray volume so that larger droplets are produced will
reduce spray drift. Use the highest practical spray volume for the application. If
agreater spray volume is needed, consider using a nozzle with a higher flow rate.

o Pressure - Use the lowest spray pressure recommended for the nozzle to pro-
duce the target spray volume and droplet size.

o Spray Nozzle - Use a spray nozzle that is designed for the intended application.
Consider using nozzles designed to reduce drift.

Controlling Droplet Size - Aircraft

o Adjust Nozzles - Follow nozzle manufacturers recommendations for setting up
nozzles. Generally, to reduce fine droplets, nozzles should be oriented parallel
with the airflow in flight.

BOOM HEIGHT - Ground Boom

For ground equipment, the boom should remain level with the crop and have
minimal bounce.

RELEASE HEIGHT - Aircraft

Higher release heights increase the potential for spray drift.

SHIELDED SPRAYERS

Shielding the boom or individual nozzles can reduce spray drift. Consider using
shielded sprayers. Verify that the shields are not interfering with the uniform
deposition of the spray on the target area.

TEMPERATURE AND HUMIDITY

When making applications in hot and dry conditions, use larger droplets to reduce
effects of evaporation.

TEMPERATURE INVERSIONS

Drift potential is high during a temperature inversion. Temperature inversions are
characterized by increasing temperature with altitude and are common on nights
with limited cloud cover and light to no wind. The presence of an inversion can
be indicated by ground fog or by the movement of smoke from a ground source
or an aircraft smoke generator. Smoke that layers and moves laterally in a con-
centrated cloud (under low wind conditions) indicates an inversion, while smoke
that moves upward and rapidly dissipates indicates good vertical air mixing. Avoid
applications during temperature inversions.

WIND

Drift potential generally increases with wind speed. AVOID APPLICATIONS
DURING GUSTY WIND CONDITIONS.

Applicators need to be familiar with local wind patterns and terrain that could
affect spray drift.

AVOIDING SPRAY DRIFT AT THE APPLICATION SITE IS THE RESPONSIBILITY
OF THE APPLICATOR.

ATTENTION

Zurita XL is extremely phytotoxic to certain apple varieties. AVOID SPRAY DRIFT.

For more information on spray equipment and calibration, consult sprayer man-
ufacturer's and state specifications. For specific local directions and spray sched-
ules, consult the current state agricultural specifications.

Mixing Instructions

o Zurita XL is a suspoemulsion (SE) formulation.

o Prepare no more spray mixture than is required for the immediate operation.
o Thoroughly clean spray equipment before using this product.

o Agitate the spray solution before and during application.

o Rinse spray tank thoroughly with clean water after each day’s use and dispose
of pesticide rinsate by application to an already treated area.

Zurita XL Alone (no tank mix)

When applying Zurita XL through irrigation
equipment use the lowest obtainable water volume while maintaining uniform
distribution.
